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Role of Chemistry in Covid-19 Pandemic

Chemistry plays significant roles in COVID-19 from understanding virus
structure to the development of chemical protective measures and drugs for
COVID-19. A joint approach not only between chemists and biomedical researchers,
but also an interdisciplinary response among different branches of chemistry
community is essential. As we know COVID-19 (Corona Virus Disease 2019) is an
infectious  disease caused by the novel severe acute respiratory
syndrome-coronavirus-2 (SARS-CoV-2). It has developed into a global pandemic
over a course of few months, disrupting modern society on a large scale that most of
the people in the world have never witnessed in their lifetimes. It has been believed
that this virus had its origin in a species of bat and it was transmitted to human via a
host. Since then, human to human rapid spreading has been observed. This novel
corona virus is very close to earlier reported coronaviruses SARS-CoV-1,
MERS-CoV (Middle East respiratory syndrome) with regard to causing severe acute
respiratory distress,_their surface protein and host cell receptor. The viruses can cause
severe disease with pneumonia and acute respiratory distress disorder. This virus has
already infected millions of people, resulting in over one million deaths as of this
writing and the figures are continuously rising._ Overall, people‘s lives and the global
economy are being greatly affected. Chemistry especially biochemistry has responded
quickly to this global pandemic. Biochemists help us to understand the structure of
this virus better. Personal preventive measures are playing a vital role in stopping the
spread of the SARS-CoV-2 virus in the absence of any medicine and vaccine.
